These low spreaders and mounded type Grevilleas are  
ideal for groundcover use, mass planting, rockeries, 
embankments and as spillers to cascade over retaining  
walls. They can also be grown in pots and baskets.

'REVILLEA�&ASCICULATA�#OASTAL�&ORM*:  Dense groundcover 
shrub, 30cm high and spreading to 1m wide. Its stems are 
festooned with orange, bird attracting �owers late winter  
to summer. 

'REVILLEA�'ILT�$RAGON*: Orangey-red �ower clusters  
over winter and spring contrast beautifully with �ne  
silvery foliage. Excellent groundcover spreading to 1m.

'REVILLEA�'IN�'IN�'EM *: Ground hugging, spreading  
plant, forming a dense mat of foliage. Small red �owers 
over winter-spring. Excellent in rockeries, groundcover  
and spiller. Capable of spreading several metres wide.

'REVILLEA�LANIGERA�-T��4AMBORITHA*: A lovely low growing, 
groundcover variety with non-prickly foliage. Clusters of 
reddish-pink and cream �owers late winter and spring.

'REVILLEA�0INK�,ADY*: Spreading shrub with �ne  
needle-like foliage. Attractive pink �owers, winter-spring. 
Height to 30-60cm and 2m wide.

3MALL�MEDIUM�SHRUBS
These very showy varieties make ideal container  
plants and are excellent feature shrubs, borders  
or hedges. Group plant for best effect.

'REVILLEA�"ONNIE�0RINCE�#HARLIE*: Wonderful  
mounded habit growing to 80cm high and 1m wide.  
Puts on a great show of vibrant orangey-red and  
yellow blooms during spring and summer.

'REVILLEA�2OSY�S�"ABY*: Showy pink and cream  
�owers hang like lanterns along the stems  
from early winter to summer. Height 80cm-1m  
and 60-80cm wide.

GREVILLEAS IN YOUR GARDEN

4ALL�SCREENERS�AND�LARGE�SHRUBS
These upright quick growers are ideal for screen and windbreak planting, or along the fence. This sort of planting  
can help protect your edible garden from the extremes of Perth’s summer months. The Grevillea olivacea group,  
such as the Winparra types, are wonderful screening plants, performing particularly well in Perth’s limestone soils.

'REVILLEA�3UPERB� Rounded shrub to 2m high and wide. Deeply divided foliage, large reddish-orange �owers 
over winter-spring and spot �owering at other times. Showy variety similar to Robyn Gordon. Wonderful feature 
plant or hedge.

'REVILLEA�7INPARRA�'EM*: Scarlet �owering, with �ne divided foliage. 2m high and wide.

'REVILLEA�7INPARRA�'OLD*: Spectacular two-toned gold and pink bunched blooms. 2m high and wide.  
Tolerant to coastal conditions and limestone soils.

*Tolerant to limestone soils. Good choice for coastal planting.

                          Azalea Shirazz: A truly great red! 
                      This Azalea has dramatic shiraz coloured 
      foliage and single wine red blooms in spring. Grows to 
around 1m high. Best grown in semi shaded positions or 
pots. Excellent colour contrast in a mixed Azalea planting.

Lomandra Lime Wave: A beautiful new selection of 
Lomandra (Mat Rush). It forms a graceful, cascading clump 
of long, lime-green, fine foliage. Over spring and summer, 
it carries slender spikes of bright lemon coloured blooms. 
Lime Wave grows to 70cm high and wide and has a low 
water requirement once established. Great in decorative 
pots, cascading over walls and for habitat planting to 
encourage beneficial fauna and flora to the garden.

Grevillea Dwarf Green Cape: A wonderful new  
dwarf selection of Grevillea lanigera. Dwarf Green  
Cape is a mounded groundcover with spreading  
form. Produces masses of bird attracting cream  
and pink spider type flowers. It’s an economical  
low water user and tolerant of full sun,  
semi shaded or coastal planting.

Clivias: These magnificent, hardy, clump forming perennials 
are at their most wonderful during September and October. 
Select from premium quality flowering plants expertly 
prepared by our Clivia grower. Clivias are a real garden 
investment and will quickly become one of your garden 
heirlooms. Think of Clivias as Agapanthus for semi shade 
areas. Clivias are remarkably hardy and are great  
for under planting in semi shade areas. They perform 
admirably even in fairly dry shade areas beneath trees.

Cordyline Autumn: This stunning upright, trunk forming 
Cordyline grows to around 3m in height. Fresh green 
foliage is accented by reddish-pink midribs and blushing 
towards the leaf bases. Long arching panicles of white 
flowers appear above the foliage in summer. Autumn  
is a versatile feature plant, ideal for creating a focal  
point, for general landscaping, for poolside planting,  
for narrow spaces and containers. Grows in full sun or  
semi shaded conditions and has a low water requirement 
once established.

Kangaroo Paw Bush Fury: The latest addition to the 
superb Bush Gems® range. Tall, branched stems carry  
dark red flowers. Long lived clump forming, perennial.  
Great for mass planting and pots. Drought tolerant.  
Height to 1.5m (when in flower).

 

 

 

Native Fringe Lily (Thysanotus): 
Masses of fringed, bright mauve flowers  
on tall stems. Tufted, grass-like foliage.  
Full sun spots in the garden or pots.  
Height to 40cm.

Pandorea Lady DitM: This Lady DiTM is ‘dinky  
di’, being a true blue, hardy native climber. It’s  
a quick growing twining climber that’s just the  
thing where quick cover is needed. Quickly  
beautifies walls, fences, scrambles over  
carports and up pergolas. Glossy green  
foliage year round complemented by large,  
yellow throated, pure white bell shaped flowers.  
Extended flowering period from mid-late  
spring right into autumn. Flowers are  
attractive to butterflies and native insects.  
You’ll also find small native birds  
foraging amongst the foliage.  
Full sun to semi shade conditions.
