Sasanqua Camellias are real screen stars. 
Their naturally tall and spreading habit, 
makes them ideal for screen planting. They 
grow from between 1.5m to 4m in height, 
perfect for privacy screening and hedging 
use. Just the thing for planting along the 
fence, or down those dif� cult, narrow alleys 
between the side of the house and the fence. 

So, cover up with these wonderful autumn 
� owering Camellias. 

Whether your garden style is cottage, 
Japanese, or perhaps formal, Sasanquas will 
be right at home. When planting a Sasanqua 
screen or hedge, use all the same variety 
to ensure uniform growth, and plant at 
spacings of about 1m apart.

Sasanquas are more sun tolerant than other 
Camellias, so lend themselves to use in a 
wider range of garden aspects. Favoured 
positions include those receiving morning sun 
and afternoon shade and semi shaded areas. 
They can also be grown successfully in full 
sun positions, provided they are watered daily 
during the warmer months and a thick layer 
of moisture conserving mulch is applied.

These versatile Camellias make excellent 
espalier subjects for walls and fences, and 
make very attractive shrubs either in the 
garden, or planted in large pots and tubs.

Some suggested Camellia sasanqua 
varieties for screens and hedging include:
Beatrice Emily (double creamy white, 
with rose-lavender tinted outer petals), 
Fukuzutsumi (large, soft white � owers, 
� ushed with pink), Hiryu (classic deep 
cerise), Plantation Pink (large, single 
� owers of soft pink), Rose Ann (deep rosy 
pink), Setsugekka (classic, pure white) 
and Yuletide (glowing red blooms, 
ideal low border).
